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research, and socially interactive student activities, as well as support for the individual development of each
child.

The authors conduct a comprehensive analysis of modern scientific approaches to the application
of interactive technologies in primary education, considering both international and Ukrainian research,
and substantiate the pedagogical potential of digital platforms for fostering competency-based and activity-based
approaches to learning. The article emphasizes that the Gynzy interactive whiteboard promotes the activation
of educational activities, stimulates the development of critical thinking, creative abilities, communication skills,
and collaboration skills of young students, which aligns with current requirements for student-centered learning.

The practical significance of the study lies in systematically highlighting the possibilities of applying
interactive technologies in the work of primary school teachers and providing methodological recommendations
for enhancing the effectiveness of pedagogical activity in the contemporary educational environment.
Furthermore, the article discusses prospects for developing students ’ digital competencies through the integration
of interactive tools across various subject areas, enabling the formation of skills in independent information
search, analysis, and presentation of learning outcomes.
